	Business from the Audience--  Commissioner Runyon told the Council that the County Commission plans to hold a town hall in Mosier to discuss the Marijuana Options with County Residents the 21st of September at 5:30 pm at the Mosier Senior Center.

	Approval of CC Minutes, August 5th, 2015: Councilor Sterner made a motion to approve the minutes of August 5th, 2015. Councilor Akin seconded. Motion passed unanimously.

	Approval of July Bills and Payroll:  Councilor Wallace made a motion to approve July 2015 bills and payroll.  Councilor Sterner seconded.  Motion passed unanimously.

	Financial Packet:  Manager Fitzpatrick asked if there were any questions about the financial packet for July.    There were no questions.

	2.
	City Water Sales Policy (temporary):  The Manager’s/City Engineer’s staff report described the issues Mosier Valley residents are experiencing with wells going dry and ways that the City can help, create partnerships, and at the same time protect against liability.  Councilor Akin said that he wanted to be cautious about bulk water sales, but that if there were limits to sales to one party and based on the assertion by the City Engineer that such water sales would not affect the City’s own well levels, he would approve a temporary policy.  Councilor Reed was concerned that such water sales were not capturing the cost of constructing the infrastructure that allows for such types of water sales and would like to examine this concern when the City develops a more permanent policy.  Residents not only pay per gallon but also pay SDCs before connecting to the system.  Councilor Akin made a motion to approve moving forward with a temporary Bulk Water Sales policy that will be revisited during the Water System Study.  Councilor Wallace seconded.  Motion approved unanimously.

	3.
	Heal Cities Resolution #2015-12:  Councilor Akin made a motion to approve the Heal Cities Resolution #2015-12, the first step in becoming part of the State wide program.  Councilor Sterner seconded.  Motion approved unanimously.

	4.
	Tobacco Free Parks Discussion:  Council discussed whether or not to adopt another unenforceable policy or ordinance and also possible signage options that would focus more on fire prevention.  There was interest in using the old sign board installed years ago for a No Glass, No Smoking sign at the Pocket Park, especially if the sign could be made by students of the Mosier Community School.  Fitzpatrick said that she would contact the school to see if there might be interest in creating some illustrations for such signage (Jeanne Chance is the art teacher).

	Approval of Councilor Check Signer:  Fitzpatrick told Council that a third check signer from council was necessary to allow for more options on check signing days.  Councilor Sterner nominated Councilor Bill Akin as the third Council check signer for the City.  Councilor Wallace supported the nomination.  Council voted unanimously to make Councilor Bill Akin a Check Signer.

	2015 Arens and Associates Agreement:  Councilor Wallace made a motion to approve the 2015 Arens and Associates Agreement.  Councilor Akin seconded.  Motion approved unanimously.

	City Events Discussion:
Councilor Wallace said that Aaron Meyers, a famous violinist, would be interested in helping out with Mosier’s Bow Festival.  Christmas Tree Lighting:  If it is possible to get the electricity to the Totem Plaza in time, Council is interested in having the Lighting Ceremony on the first weekend in December.
