CALL TO ORDER
Meeting was called to order by Mayor Rogers at 7:10 p.m. 
Mayor Rogers opened the meeting with the first agenda item:

1.   Mosier Fire District Presentation  
Darin Molesworth, President of the Mosier Fire District, said that he didn’t have anything new to report to the City Council regarding the Mosier Fire District vote to fire Chief Jim Appleton.  Mayor Rogers asked Molesworth to recap the situation.  Molesworth said that Specials Districts will review the issue.  Councilor Reed asked if there was a plan in place for continued emergency service to Mosier residents.  Chief Appleton responded, saying that he did not know.
Volunteer Representative Ron Carroll said that the Volunteer Association was responding as normal, and that the volunteers serve the community first.  Councilor Perry asked about procedural protocol:  is the fire board governed by public meeting laws and can the board open issues that have been already voted on.  Councilor Wallace asked about the Mosier Fire District Board meeting scheduled for the next evening.  Molesworth said that he has heard that some of the board will attend.  He also said that concerned residents can submit comments through email.  
Councilor Reed explained to the many residents in the audience that the role of the City in this issue is extremely limited and that the City Council has no authority over the Mosier Fire District Board.  Chief Appleton said that there is a memorandum of understanding between the District and the City that the District will provide services within the city limits.  Two of the five-member District board live within city limits.  Residents of the City vote for all of the members of the District Board:  although the Mosier Fire District is an entity entirely separate from the City of Mosier, property owners within the City of Mosier belong to the District and voted to become a part of the District.
Councilor Reed thanked the audience and said that she knew it was frustrating not to participate in a discussion, but that the Mosier Fire District meeting tomorrow night was the proper venue for a discussion and for public comments about this issue.
Mayor Rogers called for a 10 minute break.

Mayor Rogers reopened the Public Meeting at 7:45pm.

Councilor Wallace made a motion to approve the Minutes for September 10th, 2014.  Councilor Perry seconded.  Motion passed unanimously.

Councilor Reed made a motion to approve bills and payroll.  Councilor Wallace seconded.

Mayor Rogers moved correspondence and staff reports to the end of the meeting.  

BUSINESS 
2. First Quarter Financial Overview
Council received an overview of the First Quarter from Angie Wilson, Finance Director, who was unable to attend the meeting.  Councilors were satisfied with the information given.
3. Nomination of Mosier Representative to the Tri-County Hazardous Waste and Recycling Program SubCommittee and Acknowledgement of Tracie Hornung’s six years of service

David Skakel,  ‎Program Coordinator at Tri-County Hazardous Waste & Recycling Program, reported that the Mosier representative to the program is resigning.  Tracie Hornung served for six years.  Council discussed creating an appreciation certificate for Tracie.  Skakel reported that a Mosier resident, Pat Bozanich, may be interested in taking Tracie’s place.  Council gave their support for her nomination to the position.
4. Resolution No. 2014-12:  A Resolution Declaring Certain Personal Property Belonging to the City as Surplus and Directing the City Manager to Dispose of This Property

Councilor Wallace made a motion to approve resolution 2014-12, which would surplus two chlorine pumps that the City no longer needed.  Councilor Reed seconded.  Motion passed unanimously.
5. Resolution 2014-13:  A Resolution Extending Workers’ Compensation Coverage to Volunteers of the City of Mosier
Councilor Reed made a motion to approve Resolution 2014-13 with the addition of the Centennial Celebration Temporary Museum.  Councilor Perry seconded.

6.  Resolution 2014-11:  A Resolution to Support Oregon State Ballot Measure 92, which requires the Labeling of Genetically Engineered Foods.
This resolution had been modified to more clearly state the intentions of City Council to support the Ballot Measure.  
Councilor Wallace made a motion to approve Resolution 2014-11 and Councilor Perry seconded.  Motion passed unanimously.

7. Letter of Support for Home at Last Humane Society

County Commissioners Rod Runyon and Scott Hege said that the Wasco County Commission voted to support Home at Last by giving them the land and the building so that they could pursue grant funding for their programs with a clause that the County would recover the property if the organization failed.  Commissioner Runyon had been very active in the organization and said that there is work to be done to strengthen the organization.  
Councilor Perry made a motion to approve the letter of support. Councilor Reed seconded.

8. Centennial Debrief

Council stated that the celebration had brought many different groups in the community together.  Council was appreciative of all the volunteer labor and help.  Both commissioners present had participated in the event.

9. Centennial Thank Yous

Councilor Reed said that she would get a list of names.  Mayor Rogers will draft a letter unique for each group—probably 15-20 letters should go out.
COMMITTEE REPORTS:  
Parks:  Manager Fitzpatrick reported that the Volunteer Park Host was successful this first year, but that it would take another very special person to be able to camp at Rock Creek the entire summer.  The mosquitos are relentless during half of the summer, and there is no shade.  The City also does not offer water or sewer connections.  Fitzpatrick said that in years past, she had purchased mosquito dunks for the wetlands areas and that the dunks made a difference in the numbers of mosquitos.  
Personnel Committee:  Will set a date for Staff Reviews.

Public Works:  The committee will continue to work on the snow plow issue.
