	Agenda corrections or additions:  Additions of CIS Volunteer Workers Comp Resolution 2015-13, Electric Cost Estimates for Totem Plaza, and Resilient Communities Workshop

	Business from the Audience—None.


	IV
	Approval of CC Minutes, September 16th, 2015: Councilor Burns made a motion to approve the minutes of Sept. 16th, 2015.  Councilor Wallace seconded. Motion passed unanimously.

	V
	Approval of August 2015 Bills/Payroll:  Councilor Wallace moved to approve the August 2015 Bills/Payroll.  Councilor Akin seconded.  Motion passed unanimously.

	BUSINESS

	1.
	New Councilor Nomination:  Councilor Reed moved to approve the nomination of Derek Hiser for Council Position #3.  Councilor Wallace seconded.  Motion passed unanimously.  

	2.
	Oath of Office for Council Position, Derek Hiser:  Judge Steve Seymour administered the Oath of Office for Derek Hiser, Council Position #3.  Councilor Hiser took his place with Council.

	3.
	Mosier Watershed Update:  Fitzpatrick told Council about a presentation regarding the Mosier Commingling Wells.  Representative John Huffman will be present and it will be important for all Mosier residents to attend and show support for the grant that will enable Mosier Valley wells to be tested and repaired.  The City had to decommission Well#3 because of commingling issues and is now looking for funding for a back up well.

	4.
	ODOT ROW (Keith Chamberlain Park) Signage:  Council discussed a whimsical directional sign located in the middle of the park where the new paths converge.  Consensus was to have the maintenance person use a rounded sign post.  Council will send their ideas to Fitzpatrick who will compile them for further discussion and decision.

	5.
	Snow Plow Driver Discussion/Todd Reeves Contract:   Councilor Reed presented a reworked chart and graph which reflected the new hourly fee schedule that Todd Reeves has proposed.  The numbers show that if there is a significant snow year and if Council wants a certain level of snow plow service for the first two tiers, that it would be less expensive for the City to purchase the equipment and have an employee driver.  The challenge would be to find and maintain an employee driver, but the same could be true for finding a contractor.  Councilor Reed suggested continuing to use Todd Reeves under contract until that option changes.  Mayor Burns said that when the City has to buy a new truck the decision will have to made whether or not to purchase a truck capable of plowing snow.  Councilor Akin agreed that the City should continue to contract with Todd Reeves while starting the search for a new truck.  Councilor Hiser said that his brother works for Portland General Electric-- that they used to sell off their fleet trucks and that he could do some research.  Fitzpatrick presented the new format of the Todd Reeves contract and said that CIS still needed to add additional indemnity language.  Councilor Akin made a motion to contract with Todd Reeves for snowplow services using the current contract with any additional language as approved by CIS.  Councilor Hiser seconded.  The motion passed unanimously.


	6.
	Tree Lighting Event and Budget:  Councilor Wallace confirmed that Barley Draught could play for the event.  They will need a pop up tent in case of bad weather.  Fitzpatrick said that she would check with Elizabeth McNanny.  The Christmas Fair will end at 4:00 pm that day.  Councilor Reed suggested lighting the Totem Pole and there was general consensus to do so.  Councilor Wallace moved to approve the Tree Event budget.  Councilor Sterner seconded.  Motion passed unanimously.

	7.
	Mosier Pot Panel:  Council discussed the Mosier voting numbers from the Measure 91 and noted that there was a significant approval rate in Mosier’s District 5. The mayor, several councilors and Staff had attended the Mosier Valley Town Hall hosted by the County Commissioners, where many Mosier Valley residents had spoken in favor of recognizing the vote as already approved by Oregon’s voters.  There were no negative comments regarding the possible 3% tax that could be placed on the 2016 ballot by a City or County.  Councilor Sterner suggested that Council should consider the Mosier Community School when making any decisions regarding the options that have been placed in front of the City.  Councilor Reed said that she did not think that the School should be involved in the decision-making.  Councilor Akin said that the City should keep all options open and not close future revenue doors.  Councilor Hiser attended a recent Commission meeting and said that the County is not going to make a decision until the end of the year.  Mayor Burns suggested holding the Pot Panel in January.  She will contact Margie’s Pot Shop owner and others who may be able to inform the Council about impacts to the City.  Fitzpatrick suggested that it could also be structured as an open Town Hall because there were many local articulate speakers at the County Town Hall.

	CIS Volunteer Workers Comp Resolution 2015-13:  Councilor Wallace approved Resolution 2015-13.  Councilor Sterner seconded.  Motion passed unanimously.

	9.  
	Electric Cost Estimates for Totem Plaza:  Fitzpatrick reported on the estimates from Pacific Power, Land Electrick, and USI.  The largest cost is the boring expense at $4,600.00.  Council directed Fitzpatrick to find out from ODOT and an excavator what the cost/scope of work would be for a trench cut across Highway 30.

	10.
	Disaster Preparedness Workshop Opportunity:  The Western Lands and Communities is offering a Resilient Communities Workshop to successful community applicants.  Mayor Burns said that Katie Skakel may be of help to write a successful application.  Applications are due October 30th.

	
	Updates:  Councilor Reed gave an update on the Art Outdoor Frame Project and said after much work and some complications, she was close to securing prints of both Ellen Dittebrandt’s and Judith  Cunningham Dittebrandt’s prints.  Councilor Hiser said that he used to own a framing business and would help with installation.  Councilor Reed talked about installing art on the City’s Maintenance shed walls.
