	Public Hearing (Suspension of Regular Council Meeting at 6:45 pm):  Ordinance #169:   AN ORDINANCE GRANTING AN EXCLUSIVE FRANCHISE TO WASTE CONNECTIONS OF OREGON, INC. d/b/a THE DALLES DISPOSAL FOR THE COLLECTION OF SOLID WASTE AND RECYCLABLE MATERIAL FROM CUSTOMERS IN THE CITY OF MOSIER:  No Public Comment

	Ordinance #169 Council Vote (6:50 pm) :  Councilor Wallace made a motion to read Ordinance #169 by title only.  Councilor Akin seconded.  Motion approved.  Mayor Burns read Ordinance #169 by title only.  Councilor Akin made a motion to read Ordinance #169 by title only and approve the ordinance.  Councilor Wallace seconded.  Motion approved, the Ordinance was read by title only for the second time and Ordinance #169 passed unanimously.

	CH2MHill Amendment No. 7:  Council read the amendment and understands that there is no action to take currently because the City Engineer has entered into negotiations with CH2MHill to revise the 2008 Contract.

	IFA application for Water System Plan funding:  Council consensus was to approve Mayor’s signature on the an IFA application for funding a Water System Plan.

	6.
	Public Restrooms Update:  Staff Report, Estimates.  Councilor Akin explained the process that Council has gone through to get estimates and bids for work on the gas station bathroom.  The meeting with Contractor Tim Hubert was especially informative, as he gave a very general estimate of $10-15,000 for the remodel.  Council expressed concern about investing so much money in a temporary site.  The next step for the public restroom research would be to identify an appropriate site for new construction.  Mayor Burns said that she could ask Bennet Burns, Landscape Architect, for advice.  The bathroom could be partially funded through a donation campaign that could sell memorial bricks or tiles. The discussion then moved to the possibility of spending budgeted funds on the Totem Plaza electric installation.  The City Manager will call Pacific Power to schedule an appointment to start investigating the possibility.

	Beach Safety:  Mayor Burns was saved from a bad river experience by a resident who happened to have his jet ski at Rock Creek.  Council discussed the possibility of setting a mooring buoy in the bay at Rock Creek for people to secure boats or jet skis.  City might be able to rent the use or waive fees for those who are aiding in public safety.

	Music Garden:  Mayor Burns  Council discussed the possibility of installing musical instruments at the Totem Plaza with Centennial Funds.  Emily will send links to what was researched previously.
