	The meeting was called to order by Mayor Burns at 6:32 pm.

	III
	Business from the Audience:  

Large crowd attended (approximately 20) due to traffic test on Hwy 30/Washington/3rd Ave. Majority lived outside of town and used the roads for agriculture. Most were concerned about the following:

Stop sign for South bound traffic on Washington

· Because it’s on the hill, it’s hard for large trucks to stop and start up again. Especially with a loaded trailer. One example mentioned was transporting animals who have a hard time keeping their footing while at an angle. 

· Many were worried about vehicles sliding backwards during the winter.

· Others mentioned the additional noise and exhaust from stopping and restarting. 

· Not environmentally friendly. 

· Not clutch friendly

· Even on a busy day, there’s not a lot of foot traffic
Bump Out area on Hwy 30 at South West corner of Washington

· Main concerns were around the tightness of the corner for large rigs, causing trucks to swing wide into other lane.

· Blind corner to begin with – can see what’s coming down the hill – have to start turn earlier so can see even less

· Or to almost hit the rocks on other side 

· Even smaller cars (eg a mini van) were seen swinging into other lane
· For motorcycles,  the way it’s set up now, the sweet spot for their turn is right over a manhole cover

· One person wondered if the new buffer met the 15 ft set back from center required

· Need to test with 53 ft trailer

Many in the audience mistakenly thought the changes had been made by a private business owner rather than the City & ODOT.  Council was careful to clear that misunderstanding.  

Overall concerns about traffic safety with the test. “There’s a difference between slowing and impeding – or causing danger.”Some pointed out that the test forces traffic onto other side streets.
Mayor Burns discussed the possibility of creating a one way up Center and one way down Washington.
The discussion briefly explored alternative truck routes to help solve the pedestrian safety goals in other ways. 

· Most felt that the current route is the only and best option – it’s the only place with wide enough swing.

· Taking truck down hill at post office is too tight

· We have 54 ft trucks – if leave it as it is, will have an accident

Many were also concerned about the safety of cars parked along Washington which limit street width. In addition to the congestion on the corner via bikes and people. 

· One person suggested a side walk along Washington to increase pedestrian safety and discourage parking. 

· Several Fruit Grower board members suggested the City contact them about the use of the parking lot .

· One person suggested the City make a sign to show there is parking available across from food cart

There was some discussion around the history and extent of ODOT right-away.

Some also questioned if we have a need for slowing traffic for pedestrians. 

“There are no kids downtown.” 

Kids can walk along 3rd all along

Why do we need a 15ft bump out?

But many also said that it would be good to have cross walk, to have clear lanes within the road and to increase safety.  Other suggestions included:

· Leave cross walk where it is on Washington but move the bump out West

· Bump out on other corners – where you don’t restrict traffic

· Let’s put up a cross light 

In the end, the group discussed the possibility of removing or modifying the test before Pear harvest begins on Friday.

	City Council discussion:  Formation of a Civic Center committee
Mayor Burns appointed three Councilors to the Civic Center committee:  Arlene Burns, Ann Van Osdol, and Emily Reed.

	2.
	Public Hearing:  Ordinance #171--  an Ordinance Amending Title 5 (Business Licenses and Taxes) of the Mosier Municipal Code, by Adding a New Chapter 5.10 (Marijuana Tax) and establishing a 3% Tax on the Retail Sales of Marijuana and Marijuana-Infused Products Sold in the City.

Mayor Burns said that this is the duly noticed time place set for the Mosier City Council’s hearing to consider adoption of Ordinance 171 to the Mosier City Code, that this is not a quasi judicial land use application, and that the ordinance will be adopted within Title 5, Business Licenses and Taxes.  She read the process for the hearing, options for action by the Council, and rules for public testimony.  She explained that according to City Charter an ordinance may be enacted at a single meeting of the Council by unanimous vote of all Council members present if a copy of the Ordinance has been provided for each Council member and a notice is published in a local newspaper before the first reading of the ordinance, and if Notices were posted on City Hall and two other public places in the City and published in the local newspaper.  All council members received a copy of the ordinance as well and all of this was done more than four days previous to this meeting. 
Mayor Burns then closed the City Council meeting and opened the Public Hearing at 7:30 pm.  There was no public testimony.  Mayor Burns then closed the Public Hearing and opened the regular City Council meeting at 7:35 pm.
Council Decision:
Mayor Burns said that now that all testimony and further general discussion has been considered the Council will entertain a motion to read the Proposed Ordinance in accordance with terms of the city charter.
Councilor Lacy Gries made a motion to read Ordinance #171 for the first and second time by title only.  Councilor A. Berry seconded.  Motion approved unanimously.
Gries: First and Second Readoing of Proposed Ordinance  #171  by  Title only. 

Councilor Lacy Gries made a motion that the Council approve the first and second readings by title only and adopt Ordinance #171 tonight. Councilor Van Osdol seconded.  Motion passed unanimously.
Mayor Burns concluded the agenda item.

	ODOT Quarry memo (Nick Kraemer)
Kraemer reviewed his Staff Report/Memo for Council and asked if the ODOT Quarry Memo adequately represented the City Council position.  The City Council indicated that the memo represented their position and discussed the options that were presented.  Council gave Kraemer the task of finding out the cost of the landslide study and to find if there are any grants that may help with the expense.
