	Wasco County Clerk (Lisa Gambee):  Presentation on Oregon Motor Voter Law and the Election Year for Mosier

Voters then get a card in the mail that allows them to opt out or to choose a political party.  The State expects that 660,000 new voters will be registered by November. Gambee reminded the Mosier City Council that there will be 2 Councilor and the Mayor positions scheduled for re-election this year.
