	Wasco County Emergency Management Presentation:
Emergency Manager Juston Huffman introduced himself and talked about the After Action Review report for the Train Derailment incident.  Once the information is gathered he will set a date for stakeholders to meet and review.  He talked about the 100% Love Culture adopted by Wasco County and said that that was evident throughout the response.  Huffman said that Mosier’s $1,000 contribution to the Wasco County Emergency Management service is matched by FEMA funds.

	Budget Hearing and Resolutions 2016-08 to Adopt the Budget and make Appropriations and #2016-07 to Receive State Revenue Sharing:

Mayor Burns opened the Public Hearing at 6:40 pm.  There were no public comments, so she closed the hearing and reopened the City Council meeting.

Councilor Derek Hiser made a motion to approve Resolution 2016-07 to declare the City’s election to receive State Revenues.  Councilor Wallace seconded.  Motion passed unanimously.

	CH2M Amendment #8 for Operations Agreement:

 Rick Wolf presented the new amendment to the 2008 contract.  The City saved a significant amount of money using the new formula.  The City also changed the contract so that the termination clause would give either party 120 days’ notice.
Councilor Gries made a motion to approve Amendment #8.  Councilor Akin seconded.  Motion passed unanimously.
