	Marijuana Tax Discussion:
Councilor Reed made a motion to ask the City Attorney to develop an ordinance template to file a 3% marijuana retail tax measure referral to voters for the November election.  She included wording to be added that would make voters understand that the State of Oregon already allows marijuana sales.  Councilor Gries seconded.  Motion passed unanimously.
