ATTACHMENTS REQUIRED
1.  A preliminary boundary line map identifying: 
· All existing and proposed lot lines and dimensions  
· Footprints and dimensions of existing structures (including accessory structures) in relationship to the proposed lines

· Location and dimensions of driveways and public and private streets within or abutting the subject lots  
· Location of streams, wetlands, steep slopes, and other significant natural features 
· Existing fences and walls

· Any other information deemed necessary by the Planner for ensuring compliance with City codes
DEFINITION:

 “Lot line, front,” means the property line closest to the street from which the access to the lot is commonly made.

“Lot line, rear,” means the property line which is opposite and most distant from the front lot line.  In the case of an irregular, triangular, or other odd-shaped lot or parcel, the rear lot line is a line 10 feet in length within the lot or parcel parallel to and at a maximum distance from the front lot line.  In the above instance, and if the front line is curved and a determination of the parallel relationship to the front lot line is being made, a straight line connecting the two end points of the front lot line shall be used.  In the case of a corner lot or parcel, either interior lot line may be the rear lot line, regardless of the placement of the front door.

“Lot line, side,” means the property lines which are approximately perpendicular to and between the front and rear lot lines.

Boundary Line Adjustment Application Type: 

Type I decisions are not permits and do not require interpretation or the exercise of policy or legal judgment in evaluating approval criteria.  Type I decisions include partition and lot line adjustments, zone changes upon annexation, and final subdivision and planned unit development plan approvals where there are no material deviations from the approved preliminary plans.  Because no discretion is involved, Type I decisions do not qualify as a land use, or limited land use, decisions.  The process requires no notice to any party other than the applicant.  The city planner’s decision is final and not appealable by any party through the normal land use process.  Type I decisions may only be appealed through a writ of review proceeding to Circuit Court.

The application fees shall be charged as an initial deposit for processing the application, and payment shall be required as part of a complete application.  In any event, all applicants shall be liable for, and required to pay, the City's actual or average cost of having outside professionals (e.g., City Planner, City Attorney, City Engineer, etc) perform reviews of the applicant's materials.  In cases where the City uses such professionals to perform reviews of application materials, work and interact with the applicants, and make recommendations on the applications, the City will also charge (and the applicant will also be responsible for) the hourly rates of these professionals.
