Cost

Good skateparks are designed and built by 
specialty contractors such as Concrete 
Collective using a design/build process.

The contractor selection process can still be 
competitive through a Request for Proposals

Cost for skateparks

➔ $45 per sq per foot for a park with 
street and vert features.
